APPLICATION SCORING CRITERIA (20 POINTS MAX)
High = 3 points, Medium = 2 points, and Low = 1 Point.  Yes = 2 points, No = 0 points.
· Linkage to other modes of transportation or an extension of an existing transportation facility (High, Medium, or Low)
· Will the proposed project increase usership or quality of the facility proposed and the facilities that it connects us to?  (High, Medium, or Low)
· Cost Estimate Accurate, Reasonable and Complete?  (High, Medium, or Low)
· Local Match? (High = More the 50% local matching funds, Medium = 30 – 50% local matching funds, or Low = less than 30% local matching funds).
· The applicant can maintain the project once it is complete. (High, Medium, or Low)
· The applicant can complete the project in a timely manner. (High, Medium, or Low)
· Is the application complete? (Yes or No)
